RESULTS OF AUCTION 60                             

                   held on 25 September 2010

Fourteen members present at the Swedenborg Society competed with an equal number of postal bidders in a sale featuring a wealth of Downey ex-libris from the family archive, sold by grandson Richard. The 59 lots (mostly single items) realised £1,594 (four lots unsold), after strong competition from America. Two dozen of these lots fetched £30 or more, the highest being for the Royal Society of Medicine Marshal Hall Memorial at £71 (Lot 96). Badeley’s Royal bookplates for Ingrid Queen of Denmark and Queen Mary made £44 and £110 respectively (Lots 169 & 170). As always there were bargains: the Stanley Reece arms and crest for Brian Lee (Lot 56) sold for just £5, eight Chippendales (Lot 59) were given away for £3, and Rex Whistler’s library interior for the McLarens (Lot 144) was cheap at £8.
